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DARLING CALLS FOR UNIFIED EUROPEAN ENERGY POLICY

Delivering the keynote address at the New Politics of Energy Conference on 15 May,
Alistair Darling MP, Secretary of State for Trade and Industry, underlined the need for
a unified approach towards European energy policy. With energy supplies becoming
an increasingly politicized issue in Europe, Mr Darling argued that while Europe must
welcome foreign investment in its energy markets, those investors must play by the
rules: ‘Energy supplies should not be used for political leverage.’

Speaking about the secure and stable supply of energy to Europe, he highlighted the
ever-growing competition for resources, citing the UK’s declining energy reserves and
the fact that a third of UK power stations will come offline in the next 15-20 years. On
this issue Mr Darling reiterated the central role the EU can play in the UK’s energy
security and the need for the country to work closely with Europe to secure long-term supplies. The EU, Mr
Darling commented, ‘can be more influential than any one country on its own. Equally important is
multilateral action through the WTO."

EU-CHINA CLIMATE CHANGE PROJECT LAUNCHED BY FOREIGN SECRETARY

A major project on EU-China Interdependencies was launched in Beijing last month by the Foreign Secretary,
Margaret Beckett MP. The aim is to find a way of harnessing the combined market power of the EU, the
world’s largest single market, and China, the world’s fastest-growing economy, to help drive progress
towards energy and climate security. The project is being run by Chatham House, in conjunction with the
European-based think-tank E3G, the Chinese Academy of Social Sciences and the Chinese Energy Research
Institute.

INTERNATIONAL MIGRATION: RIGHTS AND
REALITIES

The speaker will discuss how, except in the
limited case of refugees, states have
traditionally been reluctant to conclude or to
ratify international agreements dealing with
the issue of migration, whether in the matter
of migrant rights or in regard to the dimension
of movement itself. Efforts to regulate or
‘manage’ migration have started in certain
quarters, such as the EU, but it is doubtful
whether these take sufficient account of either
the dynamics of migration or the human
dimension. Migration, however, is not only an
unavoidable constant in the relations between
states, but is likely to rise higher on both the
international and the domestic agenda as the
many consequences of a globalizing economy
continue to be felt.
